A protocol for antenatal discussion of breastfeeding
includes at a minimum:

e the importance of breastfeeding;

e global recommendations on exclusive breastfeeding for
the first 6 months, the risks of giving formula or other
breast-milk substitutes, and the fact that breastfeeding
continues to be important after 6 months when other
foods are given;

e the importance of immediate and sustained skin-to-skin
contact;

* the importance of early initiation of breastfeeding;

e the importance of rooming-in;

e the basics of good positioning and attachment;

e recognition of feeding cues.

e Atleast 80% also confirm that they were encouraged to
look for signs for when their babies were ready to
breastfeed during this first period of contact and offered
help, if needed.
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If any of the randomly selected mothers have had
caesarean deliveries with general anesthesia, at least 50%
should report that their babies were placed in skin-to-skin
contact with them as soon as the mothers were responsive
and alert, with the same procedures followed.
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At least 80% of the randomly selected mothers with
babies in special care report that they have had a chance
to hold their babies skin-to-skin or, if not, the staff could
provide justifiable reasons why they could not.
